CALL TO ORDER


Mr. Moustis called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.

OLD BUSINESS
Update Re: Canadian National’s Acquisition of EJ&E Railway
Mr. Duesing stated Barrington will be doing their own thing; Will County and New Lenox will be working with our own attorneys and the rest of the group will be pooling their resources together. Each of the groups will be coordinating with the others. We requested a stay of the acquisition, which was denied so the acquisition occurred last Friday. Local communities were notified there would be signs at all intersections about the additional trains coming through in the near future. There is still an appeal in Federal Court to get the decision reversed. There will be a committee of the whole meeting on February 11th at 10:00 a.m. to discuss this issue.
Other Old Business

NEW BUSINESS

Consumer Health Advisors Presentation

Mr. Dopkeen gave a power point presentation on the Consumer Health Management Center.
Mr. Adamic questioned the cost.
Mr. Dopkeen replied it is $4.00 per employee per month; for the second and third years it is 50% of that – that would be $2.00 per employee per month.
Mr. Moustis indicated this is a voluntary program by the employee; they do not have to participate. The first year would give us a sense of what percentage would participate – if that percentage is low that gives us an indication they do not want to participate. He suggested a motion for a resolution authorizing the County Executive to negotiate with CHA and bring it back to the board. The County Executive and others will have an opportunity to discuss this with the unions to see if they will participate. 

Mr. Wilhelmi commented if someone signs up but does not participate; they should be excluded.
Mr. Moustis stated that is a valid issue.
Mr. Maher requested the State’s Attorney’s office look at the liability. He wants to ensure that no one would be liable.
Mr. Dopkeen stated they would be happy to present this in more depth.
Mr. Gould asked if there are other companies that provide this type of service.
Mr. Rosenbaum answered not with the completeness of our system.
Mr. Dopkeen stated we do not know of a competitor who integrated all aspects together in one place.
Mr. Singer questioned if this was discussed with our insurance company that if we participate it would lower our costs. 
Mr. Dopkeen indicated we believe our competition will come from major carriers; down the road if you change companies you lose all information.
Mr. Singer asked if your company has received or pursued any federal funding.

Mr. Rosenbaum answered no; we are certainly aware of federal government’s interest.
Ms. Goodson questioned if the county would be required to sign an exclusive contract.
Mr. Rosenbaum replied no.
Mr. Moustis asked the County Executive to negotiate and bring back a recommendation. We should not cut off continuing exploration of making this available to employees on a voluntary basis.
Mr. Gould suggested looking at other avenues and see what is out there.
Mrs. Dralle suggested a recommendation from the unions.
Mr. Bilotta commented this is a great concept and could help the county save money; we should look into this further.
Mr. Singer stated his primary concern is further government intrusiveness into personal lives and where this leads. Is participation in a program a requirement to get insurance? There will be documentation about testing that has not been done. He would like to be convinced that all of this occurs anyway. 

Mr. Rosenbaum indicated everyone has access to that information except you the consumer. 
Mr. Moustis stated he does not know any other way to explore this unless we have the County Executive explore and give us a recommendation. He would have to do some additional work to see if this is what our employees want. How do you want to go forward if not have the County Executive to do it?

A motion was made by Mr. Weigel, second by Mr. Stewart, to direct the County Executive to continue to negotiate with Consumer Health Advisors and come back with a recommendation to the committee. On a roll call vote, Bilotta, Adamic, Stewart, Dralle, Gerl, Goodson, Maher, Singer, Weigel, Wilhelmi and Moustis voting yes with Kusta and Gould voting no.









MOTION CARRIES.

Mr. Ryan indicated we would evaluate this in the same way as any potential employee benefit. If there is not enough interest from employees then it would end. We could ask them to bring this through the H-R department. We would be happy to move forward.
Mr. Moustis suggested bringing in some focus groups from departments.
Mr. Dopkeen advised the committee there is no time frame in engaging CHA; but there is a time frame in terms of venture capital. We do not have an unlimited time frame. 
Mr. Moustis asked Mr. Dopkeen to relay that to the County Executive’s office.
Request for Laraway Host Agreement Annual Proceeds for Unity CDC

Mr. Smith, CEO with Unity CDC presented a request for contribution from the county.
Mr. Moustis stated your organization has great goals and endeavors. Our discussion is not necessarily on the merits of your organization. In our host agreement Waste Management agreed to $150,000 to be used in the community; in that agreement $50,000 went to District #8 with their recommendations for distribution. Last month we passed a resolution allocating that money to the organizations that came from District #8 recommendations; those recommendations were probably made prior to the election. We have another request in the packet from University of St. Francis for $50,000. 
Mr. Ryan commented we have $50,000 from last year.
Mr. Moustis indicated we currently have $150,000. We have talked at policy & rules prior to reorganization on how we were handling request for contributions; we have to continue that. We need to set up some type of policy and procedure on how organizations request funding; we need to make a determination on how much we are putting in the pool. We need to create an opportunity for all organizations. He recommends sending this to legislative and policy to develop a process. The finance committee would have to be involved as well as the County Executive’s office. 
Mr. Gerl commented since we are not a home rule county we are limited to what we can actually fund – economic development and senior services.
Mrs. Tatroe indicated she did address that issue. She can send a list of the types of organizations you can contribute money to – it is a very specific area where you can grant money.
Mr. Gerl stated the committee would benefit to have that list.
Mrs. Tatroe commented there are various provisions spelled out; she would have to research that. 
Mr. Moustis recommended not doing anything further until we develop that policy and process. In the meantime we would ask everyone to submit their application. That would be the most appropriate way to move forward.
A motion was made by Mr. Maher, second by Mr. Wilhelmi, to move this issue to the legislative and policy committee. All in favor.




MOTION CARRIES.
Request for Creation of Ad-Hoc Technology Committee

Mr. Friefeld stated there was a technology committee but it was not made up of board members. There should be an ad-hoc committee to cover policy issues – where we are today and where we end up in the future.

Mr. Moustis suggested sending out a memo to all county board members asking who may be interested in serving on this committee; in the meantime we can develop a mission of the committee.
Mr. Maher suggested putting this under the capital improvements committee; as we start looking at capital infrastructure we could be assessing that.
Mr. Moustis indicated this should be a separate committee solely focused on technology.
Mr. Bilotta agreed with a separate committee but also bringing in people outside of the County Board that knows technology.

Mr. Moustis stated we will include the County Executive’s office; they manage a good portion of the county’s technology.

Mr. Shay indicated there are a number of policies that need review and approval by the County Board over the next couple of months; there are some extremely large projects coming up soon, one of which is the real estate system. 
Mr. Moustis stated we will see who is interested in getting the committee up and running as quickly as we can.
